Last Day to Receive Ballot by Mail Tuesday, November 5, 2024 (election day) at

7:00 p.m. if carrier envelope 
is NOT postmarked, OR Wednesday, 

November 6, 2024 (next business day after Election 
Day) at 5:00 p.m. if carrier envelope is postmarked 

by 7:00 p.m. at the location of the election on 
Election Day (unless overseas or military voter 

deadlines apply)

Show one of these IDs to vote a regular ballot:
Ok if expired up to 4 years (or more time after 70th 
birthday)

•Texas driver’s license
•Texas state ID card
•Texas Election ID Certificate (EIC)
•US passport or passport card
•US Citizenship Certificate (no expiration)
•Texas handgun license
•Military identification

Texas requests photo ID to vote in person. You can vote without a
photo ID if you sign a Reasonable Impediment Declaration form and
present a supporting form of ID

During your visit, please keep the following points in mind:

Kindly inquire if patrons are registered to vote. If not, assist them with registering on the spot.
For those registered at the salons, Inform them that they won't be eligible to vote in the May 28th Run-Off Election, 

but they will be prepared for the November General Election.
Ask patrons, stylists, and barbers if they intend to vote. If affirmative, encourage them to complete a voter pledge card.

Ensure all paperwork, except unused pledge cards, is left at the salon.
Inform salon owners that we will return in the Fall with information on the November General Election.
